My first sponsor kept telling me I had to give it away
in order to receive it, I spent three wonderful years on the Board and about
nine years in Prison Outreach plus starting a few meetings in between
time. I have received so much sobriety and serenity for giving the program
away. I have gained so many friends because of giving the program away.
When the wife and I travel and we have a lay over at an air port, we call
people in that city and have them meet us, this makes a few hours in a
airport, go by very fast and it’s fun to.

I have had several calls from people who were at the conven-
tion and found out that I am having a little bout with ALS or Lou Gehrig’s
Disease. I again thank you for the calls, e-mail and cards. Sexual
Addiction promises us death or prison if we don’t work a recovery program
such as SAA.  Sexual addiction almost killed me because of a suicide
attempt to stop my addiction. I didn’t know it at that time, but meetings
were the way to stop the addiction. Sexual Addiction almost put me in
prison for the rest of my life. I went from total chaos to serenity and
sobriety with my sexual addiction just by going to meetings and giving it
away; well I plan on beating this ALS also, I plan on being at more SAA
Conventions. I have to tell you this, I have been to three ALS Support
meetings in our area and they are so full of doom and gloom and dying,
that we leave early so we can make the end of our SAA Meeting, so we
can get picked back up. WOW! My wife and I are working on changing
that. I would enjoy hearing from any of you. Don’t count on a big letter
back; this letter has taken me three hours so far with a computer , two
hands and a pencil. If any of you out there have MS OR ALS , I would like
to hear from you also to share my plan on turning this ALS around. This
disease has slowed me down, I’m only making two to three SAA meetings
a week, I want to continue going to meetings because I know my sex
addiction will always be with me no matter how sick I get. With that I will
end and say thank you again for being there!
