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ISO BOARD ACTIONS
NOV. AND JAN. MEETINGS

The ISO Board met on Nov
18,2000, and on Jan. 20, 2001.
Following are highlights of those
actions:
♦ A generic convention announce-

ment is to be posted on the SAA
Website, and password protected
access will be available to conven-
tion registrants only.

♦ Authorized the Literature Commit-
tee to possess one electronic copy
of the manuscript for editing pur-
poses [of the SAA Basic Text],
maintaining utmost security while
handling all printed or “e” copies.

♦ Accepted the proposed schedule of
Dec. 1, 2001 for completion of the
second draft of the Basic Text, with
interim reports bi-monthly, begin-
ning January,2001.

♦ Approved 3 year lease on [same]
ISO office space, $450 per mo,
first year; $500/mo, last two years.

♦ Approved soliciting scripted story-
boards for PSA project. [See other
story,  Page 3, this issue of PBR]

♦ Geographic boundaries of the
North Pacific Region shall be, in
California, those meetings in coun-
ties North of San Luis Obispo,
Kern, and San Bernadino.  Also
included are Alaska, Oregon,
Washington, and British Columbia.
The South Pacific Region shall be
meetings in, and South of the
aforementioned California Coun-
ties, plus Hawaii and the British
Isles.

♦ Accepted the Office Oversight
Committee’s investigation of form-
ing a second nonprofit corporation
to concentrate on publishing and
the business aspects of the Fellow-
ship, freeing the ISO to concen-
trate on outreach and membership

“My Dear Friends,

It’s Christmas eve, 2000, my first Christmas in
prison - a result of my acting out behaviors.

I had the advantage of some twenty-seven
months of freedom between my arrest and court date, in
which time I found a solid treatment program, and
discovered SAA.

Unfortunately, there are not treatment pro-
grams here.  I’ve worked to obtain study materials and
depended on correspondence from fellow addicts to
develop a program of my own.  When things seem to be
going rough, I’m always blessed with a letter from the
fellowship or arrival of the PBR.  The Prison Outreach
surprised me with a wonderful package of material, and
the impact has been tremendous!  It’s been an on again,
off again struggle - but at the moment things are looking
positive that we may be able to establish a group here...

I received a copy of the PBR last night, and it
was just like getting a wonderful Christmas gift!  I was
thrilled to read about the successful meeting in New
Orleans and the upcoming annual conference.  It really
helps me to feel connected and motivated!”

[Here, the writer refers to his opinions on
statistics of crime, societal problems, and their resolu-
tion, speaking to “our wounded-ness and the healing of
each other”. This section closes with the following
comment…] “We have earned the wisdom to heal, and
the ability to care.”

He continues, “This is an exciting time for
SAA!  With the work being done to clearly define and
publish the SAA Basic Text and the development of
Public Service Announcements, we are on the verge of a
major breakthrough that has the potential for an incredi-
ble impact!  This work is vital!  Public education id key.
Acceptance won’t come without some hesitation, but
advancement can only come through education.  [Our]
program works if [we] continue to learn about
[ourselves].  Share… -live, and help live!
